Getting Back to Our Source of Being

(Note: Father Steven Collins is a retired priest (he retired in December 2001) who currently lives in Northern Virginia.  He graciously forward s these 
articles to a couple of Councils where Knights he knows are members.  Father Steve last served as the Pastor for three churches just outside of 
Punxsutawney, PA, where the furry rodent predicts the weather the weather each February 2nd.  Before that he served as an Associate Priest at St William of 
York in Stafford, VA. Thanks, Father Steve!!)  

 
I surfed the TV and found a public television program the other afternoon hosting a gentleman named Dr. Wayne Dyer.  He 
has several books that he wrote on getting back to the source of our existence...God.  WETA carried him for a fund raising 
event and showed his presentation for 4 hours on how we must rediscover God in our daily living.  I am always critical of the 
“feel-good” types who are constantly bombarding the airwaves looking for a quick dollar to make.  I found Dr. Dyer quite 
interesting and worth the 4 hours he had of my attention. 
 
His latest book is titled:   The Power of Intention.  It speaks of the ways in which we can reconnect with God Who is the 
source of our lives.  God is always creating.  He does not know evil nor the human words:   “I can’t do it”.  Everything 
which comes from Him is good and is made to support us in our earthly journey.  But sometime in our life, because of some 
person or event happening to us that was considered horrible, we get disconnected from our Source who is God and we try to 
master our lives without divinity.  In essence, we think we can go the whole earthly trip ourselves.  And with this trip comes 
a whole lot of baggage that keeps us weighed down and not able to live as we should be living. 
 
This whole concept can be understood through the resurrection of our Lord Jesus Christ.  The resurrection is a powerful 
event, a source of divinity, a movement of love which says to each of us that as Jesus goes, so we will go.  He has gone to 
prepare a place for those who truly believe in Him and the Father Who sent Him.  There is no room for negative souls, or 
souls who have disconnected themselves from God.  While God is pure love, in that love for us, He allows us to choose for or 
against Him.  When we are with Him...when we have tapped into the Divine source, our lives run better, the sun is brighter 
and hope springs eternal.  When we are cut off from our Source Who is God, we find that too many negative people and 
obstacles come our way. And these negatives affect our lives in a real  negative way. 
 
Physical, mental and spiritual illness surface in our lives when we are in a struggle with the question as to whether we need 
the Source of Life or not.  Being disconnected makes us ill. We have no way of possessing healing within ourselves nor the 
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capacity to heal others or even to love ourselves or others as we should.  The resurrection is an event that is more than just the 
raising of Jesus from the dead.  It shows what happens when a person is connected to Divinity and to the Source and reason 
for existence.  And this should be our goal in life....to always be connected to God. 
 
The other day I saw two bumper stickers on a car regarding the 2004 election.  It had on it that the person driving the car was 
Catholic and Pro Choice.  Naturally, the other bumper strip asked viewers to vote Kerry in 2004 and re-defeat Bush.  This is 
an example of being disconnected from God.  I am not referring to electing Kerry for president.  Put him aside.  The issue 
was pro choice and being Catholic.  What a contradiction in terms!  The person has been disconnected from God because 
God, Who is the source of all Life from the womb to natural death, does not radiate hate from Himself.  As the author of all 
love, He can not understand the practice of murdering unborn children at the rate we do in this country.  For a person to say 
“I am with Jesus” and to go against the very fact that Jesus is the Lord of Life, makes that person a liar. 
 
The intention to be connected to the Lord is not evident.  I fear for the soul of the person who owned the bumper sticker about 
being Catholic and Pro-choice.  That person was prayed for immediately, that he or she would rediscover the love of God and 
know that the stance against life is a stance against God and all that He creates for us. 
 
Are you connected to the Lord at all?  This requires a great deal of thinking about our relationship with God.   When we sin, we 
are disconnected.  When we see ourselves as worthless, we are disconnected.  When we lack hope (which I reported to you 
several months ago that I was in despair over the world) we are not connected to God.  When we are not able to say who God is 
for us as the Church has presented Him through Sacred Scriptures and Sacred Tradition, we are disconnected. 
 
Hopefully, this Lent has been a good journey for you.  Lent is a time to re-evaluate our relationship with God and to get ourselves 
back on track. I have used Lent as a time of trying to be less in despair and more of the mind that hope springs eternal.  We know 
that Jesus will ultimately win the battle against Satan.  Its just the time it is taking for that victory!  So I am a bit disconnected 
from the Lord.  But I am working my way back to Him with your prayers and my efforts to spiritually work my way back to Him. 
 
Remember, Easter is our event, not just for Jesus alone.  It is truth when Jesus tells His followers that He had to go to prepare a 
place for them in Heaven.  Through the resurrection, the glorified Lord did this for us.  Now what are we going to do for Him, to 
ensure that the day of our death will find us entering the life of Glory?  What we do in this life says it all for the next.

Update on Captain Mark Almond – Mike Snyder, GK 
Mark left Ft. Bragg on Feb 27th on his way to Kuwait. He spent about 2 weeks there before moving on to his destination in 
Iraq (see below story fm his wife, Holly).  At this point, Holly still does not know exactly how long Mark will be gone, 
though speculation is for a year.  Brother Tom Berry will be keeping us updated on Mark’s status (when available) over the 
coming months along with the care package our Council will be putting together and sending to him in July.  Please keep 
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Mark and Holly in your prayers.  
  
From Holly: 
Mark is requesting several things for those of you beginning to collect things for the package the Council send him in July. 
He needs the following:  hand sanitizer (i.e. Purel), microwaveable meals (not frozen meals, of course!), and wipes (i.e. 
cottonelle or baby wipes).  Tom will be sending another list our here in the May-June timeframe.  Regarding conditions at 
Mark’s location in Iraq...  shower facilities are very few. To be specific, there's only going to be 28 showers for all of them. 
When I asked how many people needed to use those showers, he couldn't tell me. And I'm not even going to guess. 
Apparently, it is going to be difficult to keep clean over there, making the request for hand sanitizer and wipes very 
necessary. Also, no one has been contracted by the government to provide meals to them. This means they will have to 
prepare their own food or eat Meals Ready to Eat (MREs). Thus, the microwaveable meals will be very welcome. Any other 
snacks will also be appreciated (i.e. granola bars, popcorn, etc.). 
  
He left Camp Anaconda in Kuwait for KMTB (or Kirkush Military Training Base). That is where he will be throughout his 
deployment, so now you know! He was in a convoy of about 10 vehicles, about 35 men altogether. The remainder will arrive 
at KMTB later, but he couldn't tell me when. A few of the guys, including Mark, heard between 2-8 rounds going off in the 
distance. However, they couldn't be sure if they were directed at their convoy or not. Nothing to worry about since they all 
arrived at KMTB safely.  
  
He was in excellent spirits and doing just fine. He was lucky enough to get a lot of sleep and a hot shower before this latest 
excursion. The trip from Camp Anaconda to KMTB took about 2 1/2 hours. He said the weather hasn't been too hot lately. I 
(and maybe even some of you) have received numerous emails from him since Wednesday, so that must be up-and-running 
well. However, that frequency could change once the whole group arrives. He's not sure about phone service yet as there are 
no pay phones at KMTB. (He had to use a satellite phone to call me, the one that shows up as Honolulu.) 
  
He said KMTB is a huge place. However, you may be hard-pressed to find it on a map. KMTB is northeast of Baghdad, 
about 20 miles or so from the Iranian border. As big as it is, amenities are few. For example, there are only 28 showers for 
thousands of men to share. I don't even want to know how that's going to work! The bathroom facilities are also an issue, but 
I won't get into that. My suggestion for sending items to Mark or any soldier for that matter would be to focus on the hygiene 
supplies (baby wipes, hand sanitizer, etc.) as well as snacks and microwaveable food. Things like that, the comforts of 
home, will help keep moral up in this desolate environment. As Mark gets acclimated to his surroundings, he will let me 
know what his needs are.

One benefit of the Knights of Columbus includes the Member/Spouse Fraternal Benefit.  This is accidental death coverage 
for member and spouse at no cost.  The KofC will pay a benefit upon the death of a member or his spouse occurring within 
90 days as the result of injury sustained in a covered accident.  The coverage starts out at $1,000 for new members and 
increases to $2,500 after a member has been in the Knights over four years.  Benefits are reduced starting at the member’s 
65th birthday.  There are certain restrictions and exclusions.   A total of $608,000 was paid out in 2003 in this program!
