How Serious Must We Take God To Be?

(Note: Father Steven Collins is a retired priest (he retired in December 2001) who currently lives in Northern Virginia. He has written monthly articles
for another Knights Council Newsletter in Virginia for several years now and has now graciously allowed us to also use this material. Father Steve last
served as the Pastor for three churches just outside of Punxsutawney, PA, where the furry rodent predicts the weather the weather each February 2nd.
Before that he served as an Associate Priest at St William of York in Stafford, VA. Thanks, Father Steve!!)

Christmas 2003 was as nice as I could have hoped because I was able to have a close priest friend with me for
dinner that day. The live tree was decorated to the max with bulbs and white lights. It was really too big for my den, but
it was Christmas. Father Chris came down from Erie Christmas Day so that he could spend that special day with me and
then head to Alexandria for several days for his doctoral residency. He is a professor at the diocesan Catholic institution
of higher learning, Gannon University in Erie, Pennsylvania, and will receive a doctorate in math.

As we sat down to a typical American dinner of turkey, stuffing, potatoes, stringed beans, home-made rolls,
gravy and desserts, he shared with me that the trip from Erie was long and boring. Iknew well of what he spoke...it was
truth. But he added that he began to do some spiritual consideration to pass the time. While on the turnpike, a question
kept returning to him over and over again: “What if God really means what He says?”’. My quip to Father Chris
immediately was: “We are all in big trouble if God is serious about the Commandments and how we are to live a
Christian life...even priests!!” We both laughed, but it was a nervous response to a question that has to be answered by
each of us in the world today.

Is the world any worse today than it was 2000 years ago. Probably not. Paradoxically, we can say that the world
is smaller today, yet it is larger because of the populace and social growth everywhere. Does the world need saving more
today than ever? Yes, I believe this because Christianity has become a watered-down version of belief in one God, letting
the secular world dictate to its inner core because Christianity wants to be part of the “secular in-crowd”.

In 2004, I continue to despair. It’s a grave sin that I must deal with each day because actual belief in God as
Father, Son and Holy Spirit means that I should be filled with hope and encouragement. After all, we know that Christ
will triumph at the end of time. He just does not seem to be batting well while evil appears to be winning most of the
innings in peoples’ daily lives. Again, despair is a demon I have to deal with spiritually. But why do I despair?

Since early September, I have been visiting my mother daily as she continues to mend from all of her medical
problems. This has allowed me the opportunity of observing the real world...the inner sanctums of peoples’ lives as they
interact with each other and continue their lives away from the workplace. I have met non-believers, born-again
Christians, non-baptized Christians, Moslems, Protestants, Catholics, Jews and a Buddhist. I would have to say that all of
these people are good because they have the elderly’s best interest in mind as they tend to their needs. But the personal
lives are in chaos...even those who espouse belief in Christ.
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Can you picture people who believe they have already been saved by Jesus, committing adultery a number of
times each week using the rationale that salvation is already had so sin no longer matters? Can you imagine leaving
children at home and going out to the bars to pick up a men or women to have sex for the evening, hoping that the “pick-
up” can be brought home and will like the children? Can you envision a sound reason to go to a certain bar in
Fredericksburg to watch women do evil things to each other as they dance? Are you able to see any justification for
sleeping with someone only if he or she will come to your Church the following Sunday and hear you sing in the choir?

Do we understand why our society is crumbling under the weight of secular relativism and why Christians need to
be re-evangelized? The Christianity of so many millions of people, including Catholics, has become nothing more than a
secular ritual. The bottom line to this is that Jesus does not matter anymore. He did His thing on the Cross. We are doing
our own thing now, but we say “we are good Christians and we go to Church every Sunday, unless we have had a bad
night out at the bars the night before”. Not all good people go to Heaven! Most of those people who have been married are
divorced. Marriage was a convenience, misunderstood, even by non-Catholics, as an intimate relationship with Christ. The
relationship between husband and wife broke down. The answer to the breakdown is to seek sensual pleasure wherever it can
be had by whomever. What a pagan concept for the Christian of today.

Protestant and Catholic Christians are truly confused about the truth. What if God really meant what He said when
He gave us the Decalogue or the Ten Commandments? What if Christ really meant what He said when He preached to the
people of His day and mentioned that “whatever you do to the least of my brothers and sisters, you do to me personally?”
Each time we feed a poor individual, we feed Christ. Each time we offer a glass of refreshment to a stranger, we offer it to
Christ. Each time we commit adultery or fornication, we desecrate the Heart of Christ and what He did for us. Each time we
withhold hydration from an elderly patient and allow the person to gradually die from starvation when the only thing wrong
is that he or she is old, we do it to our Lord. How misunderstood is the religion Christ founded upon the Apostles. How
much more ignorance is there amongst the thousands of Protestant sects who lead their people astray with the idea that Christ
saves us in order that we might continue in our sinful state?

I keep hearing a repetitive message coming to me as I write this article in despair. “Pray, pray, pray”. “Pray for
others and pray for yourself, Steve Collins”. 1do because if not for the Holy Priesthood and the Grace of God, I could
easily be one of the characters above, for such a lifestyle is so tempting: work and then play, play, play with the Devil.

How is your workplace? Are personal lives in chaos, especially those lives of “professed Christians? What are
you doing about it without forcing confrontation on them? Are sinners able to look at your life and see a wholesome person
trying to live a righteous, Christian life? Do they want some of what you have as a good Christian?

And From our Holy Father, Pope John Paul II....

VATICAN CITY (Jan. 24) - Pope John Paul II criticized the media on Saturday, saying they often give a positive depiction
of extramarital sex, contraception, abortion and homosexuality that is harmful to society.

The pontiff, in a statement issued ahead of the Church's World Communications Day in May, urged the media to promote
traditional family life.

"All communication has a moral dimension," his statement said. "People grow or diminish in moral stature by the words
which they speak and the messages which they choose to hear."

But the pontiff, whose theme was "The Media and the Family: A Risk and a Richness" also had some positive words on the
media.

"On the one hand, marriage and family life are frequently depicted in a sensitive manner, realistic but also sympathetic, that
celebrates virtues like love, fidelity, forgiveness, and generous self-giving for others," he said.

"On the other hand, the family and family life are all too often inadequately portrayed in the media," John Paul added.
"Infidelity, sexual activity outside of marriage, and the absence of a moral and spiritual vision of the marriage covenant are
depicted uncritically, while positive support is at times given to divorce, contraception, abortion and homosexuality. Such
portrayals, by promoting causes inimical to marriage and the family, are detrimental to the common good of society."

The pope urged "responsible communicators" to resist commercial pressure and secular ideologies. He also called for
regulations to stop the media from acting against "the good of the family," although he rejected censorship.

Parents, too, have an important role in controlling the quantity and nature of media use in the home, John Paul said.
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"Even very young children can be taught important lessons about the media: that they are produced by people anxious to
communicate messages; that these are often messages to do something - to buy a product, to engage in dubious behavior -
that is not in the child's best interests or in accord with moral truth; that children should not uncritically accept or imitate what
they find in the media."

The pontiff has frequently spoken out about the challenges created by new technology and has called for greater
responsibility by the media. He also praises the potential of mass communications.

John Paul himself has avidly used the media to get his message out and has presided over a technological revolution at the
Vatican. This included the 1995 start of its web site and the recent introduction of papal messages sent to mobile phones.

Field Agent’s Corner — Mike Snyder

One benefit of the Knights of Columbus includes the Member/Spouse Fraternal Benefit. This is an accidental death coverage
for member and spouse at no cost. The KofC will pay a benefit upon the death of a member or his spouse occurring within
90 days as the result of injury sustained in a covered accident. The coverage starts out at $1,000 for new members and
increases to $2,500 after a member has been in the Knights over four years. Benefits are reduced starting at the member’s
65" birthday. There are certain restrictions and exclusions. A total of $608,000 was paid out in 2003 in this program!
