— SOCIAL SECURITY

Social Security is a wonderful thing, and you pay up to $3,000 a year for it. Some folks pay more to FICA then they
do in income taxes. But do you know the amount of benefits you will receive under the law (or how they can be lost)?

how much your widow and orphans would be entitled to should you die before your children reach age 18?
how much your widow will receive after your children reach age 16?

how much monthly income you will receive for your retirement after you reach age 62 or age 65?
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and do you know that it is possible for these benefits to be reduced or lost under certain circumstances?
