The Eucharist as the Foundation of the Church, Part I

these articles to a couple of Councils where Knights he knows are members.  Father Steve last served as the Pastor for three churches just outside 
of Punxsutawney, PA, where the furry rodent predicts the weather the weather each February 2nd.  Before that he served as an Associate Priest at 

St William of York in Stafford, VA. Thanks, Father Steve!!) 
 
So many wonderful and powerful words have been used during the past 20 centuries to communicate to the faithful 
people of the Church what the Eucharist is and the power it has to spiritually transform us to do Christ’s work in our 
lives.  For it is this work that will save us in the end.  But I wanted to turn our minds to the Most Comfortable of 
Sacraments because, of late, the Holy See has asked us to do so as the Body of Christ, the Church. 
For more than 40 years, we have witnessed so many abuses at Mass.  The shocking actions that shook our faith-
foundation were either acted out by “lay ministers on the altar” or by the ordained themselves.  It was as if the 
previous weekend’s antics were to be minuscule to what should be done the following weekend at the Sacred 
Liturgy.  From popcorn machines in the vestibule to attract the youth, to clown Masses to make people laugh, we 
were a captured audience to spiritual stupidity...and the bishops, our shepherds, remained silent for the four decades.  
What better way to destroy the Church from within than to weave confusion and stupidity in the most important 
thing that we do as Roman Catholics. 
It has taken the full love and strength of an ailing pope to hear the cries of the victims at Mass over the years.  Pope 
John Paul II heard the voices crying out in outrage and has now brought an end to the circus mentality at the 
“unbloody sacrifice of Jesus Christ on the Cross”. 
Bishops throughout the world have been reminded of their awesome responsibilities as shepherds of the Church.  
They are the guardians of the deposit of faith handed down to the present time from Apostolic times by Christ.  As 
guardians, they are to see that the Mass, the Sacred Liturgy we celebrate each day, remains noble to its spiritual 
dignity, and that the laws governing liturgical celebration are held just as sacred in order that the vital element of 
unity be present at all times. The papal document, Redemptionis Sacramentum, (The Sacrament of Redemption,) 
has buried any further liturgical abuse, telling bishops, as always, to protect what the Church has explicitly intended 
during each important segment of the Mass.  There are rules in every segment of life.  There are liturgical rules as 
well, and these rules are not simple suggestions! 
What Jesus did for us during His Passion is life itself.  The Mass, as I stated above, is described as “the unbloody 
sacrifice of Christ on the Cross” that is perpetuated each day of our lives throughout the world.  If you were able to 
attend the movie, The Passion of the Christ, directed by Mel Gibson, you would know immediately why the Mass is 
not to be entertainment.  It is as serious as death for us because it has the eternal power to save us as we live.  To 
change the Mass in any way is to mock Christ. 
Politics may divide us as a Church.  Lifestyles may lead us in different directions. Our careers may have very little 
comparison.  But when it comes to the Mass, each of us is united, either to other, as we join Christ and the Heavenly 
Host,  in one voice, lifted high to God the Father by the power of the Holy Spirit.  The Mass is a foretaste of Heaven 
to come.  How could priests, deacons, bishops and lay people have turn ed such a holy process of worship into 
unholy bedlam over the years?  The answer is easy....through sinful pride...the same pride of Adam and Eve when 
they disobeyed God in the Garden of Eden. The priest is the necessary minister of the Eucharist, Sacred Liturgy or 
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the Mass. The deacon is the ordinary minister.  Lay people who assist in the distribution of Holy Communion at 
Mass are now to be known as “extra-ordinary ministers of Holy Communion”.  Lay people are to be used for such 
distribution when the pastor deems it necessary.  The priest, then, as the celebrant, must approach the Mass as if it 
were his first Mass, his last Mass and his only Mass.  This will provide an assurance that the celebration of the 
Sacred Liturgy will be spiritually fulfilling for those in attendance.  This precludes that the priest is aware that the 
Mass is not a speed wash where we do our spiritual laundry in 10 minutes and then its over for the day.  The Mass 
should take 45 - 60 minutes on Sundays if the celebrant is being proper in his approach to the Sacred Liturgy.  Daily 
Masses should run 20 to 30 minutes, depending upon the saint, etc.   
SLOW DOWN EVERYONE.   ENTER CHURCH AND DISAPPEAR IN GOD FOR ALL TIME BELONGS TO 

HIM.  Everything else on our daily agendas will 
 

The Eucharist as the Foundation of the Church, Part II 
by Father Stephen Collins 

 
The most powerful explanation of the Eucharist is found in Chapter One of the Constitution on the Sacred Liturgy, 
paragraph 10.,  promulgated 4 December 1963:   “...the Liturgy is the summit towards which the activity of the 
Church is directed; it is also the fount from which all Her powers flow.”   A segment of this activity would be our 
taking the Lord into the routine of daily life, presenting Him through our thoughts, words and deeds.  These human 
skills, energized by Grace, help us to transform darkness into light, for we are the light of the world in which we 
live.   
There is a process to sharing the light of truth to a world that stands diametrically opposed to what is objectively 
right and proper.  Our actions must first speak to us from within.  There has to be a transformation within ourselves, 
a welling up of the love of Christ and His Church.  This is referred to as a spiritual life..  From what we have 
internalized, we then externalize through several stages of evangelization or witness.  We begin this by forming and 
informing the smallest church unit, the family.  Once we have brought Christ into the family, we are prepared then 
to join other individuals and families within the instituted Church where we worship through the Mass or the 
Eucharist.  As soon as we have joined Christ in His unbloody sacrifice to the Father by sharing in Christ’s Body, 
Blood, Soul and Divinity, we are prepared, then, to go out into our world to give witness.  Proof of the power of 
witness will be found at judgment when we will see Christ, face to face.  He will ask us to give an accounting of our 
lives. He will not be impressed with the amount of prayers we said, but what we did to bring Him into other peoples’ 
lives through our own manner of evangelization. 
The Eucharist or the Holy Sacrifice of the Mass is the highest form of prayer we have, individually and collectively.  
But it can not be the only form of prayer in our personal lives.  All prayer energizes the soul.  Prayer is the 
spiritual oxygen that enables Grace to penetrate our humanness in order that we might experience divinity.  
Prayer has to be able to move us through a process of spiritual growth from a child’s perspective to a mature adult 
approach to the holy.  When we were children, we acted as children and prayed as children.  Prayer must grow as we 
grow physically and mentally so that what we did as children is improved upon throughout adulthood.  It is a 
journey from life to death to life eternal.  Remember that Jesus always withdrew from the maddening world to pray 
to the Father before He performed major events in the Gospels.  It is a major event each time to go to Mass, receive 
the Holy Eucharist and then go out into the world as lambs among wolves to bring Christ into view as the only hope. 
When asked which Sacrament is the most important, the answer is this.  The Sacraments of Baptism, Penance, 
Confirmation, Matrimony,  Ordained Priesthood and that of the Sick lead us to and from the Eucharist.  The first two 
Sacraments (Baptism and Penance) prepare our souls with sanctifying Grace to receive our Lord in the Eucharist.  
The other four Sacraments help to strengthen us as we participate in the Eucharist. 
During the month of July I would like us to meditate upon our personal spirituality.  Ask ourselves a few 
fundamental questions:   Does the Eucharist move us to become   “pray-ers”  each day?  If so, how do we pray 
outside of Mass?   Does our prayer life outside of Mass lead us to the desire to return the following weekend to pray 
the highest form of prayer we call the Mass? 

If our answer to any one of the questions is “no”, then it is time to pay a visit to our priest to discover what is wrong 
with our spirituality.
