Are We Already Saved or Do We Need Saving?

Father Steve last served as the Pastor for three churches just outside of 
Punxsutawney, PA, where the furry rodent predicts the weather the weather each February 2nd.  Before that he served as an Associate Priest at St 
William of York in Stafford, VA. Thanks, Father Steve!!)  

 
The answer to the question used for the title of this article would depend with whom we made inquiry about 

salvation.  The proper answer is given by the early Church Fathers like Ignatius, Augustine and John Chrysostom.  
They would put the answer this way.  “Christ came and died, once, for all people, that they might have eternal life.  
Therefore, He is the only way to salvation”.   Buddha can not save us.  Mohammed the prophet can not save us.  
Shinto gods and goddesses can not save us.  Wiccan witches can not save us.  The only way to salvation is through the 
person of Jesus Christ.  With this said, we need to focus on what has become very bad theology amongst many 
Protestant traditions.  And some of this bad theology has spilt over into the hearts and minds of innocent Roman 
Catholics. 
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Properly stated, we need saving each day.  Jesus gave us the means to come to salvation through the 7 
Sacraments.  But the problem within many Protestant traditions is the belief that we are already saved, therefore, 
nothing we do can separate us from God and His promise of eternal life.  This belief overlooks the very important event 
when Jesus was gathered with His Apostles and gave them the commission to baptize in the name of the Trinity and to 
forgive sins. Jesus even went to the furthest point by saying to the Apostles that whatever sins they held bound on earth 
would be held bound in Heaven.  Whatever sins were forgiven by them in the name of Christ, would be forgiven in 
Heaven.  Does it not sound like Jesus was saying that we need a constant means of salvation?  How scary it would be to 
think ourselves already going to Heaven because we are saved by the Blood of the Lamb, and nothing we do from then 
on could keep us from Christ!   This is simply bad theology, and not supported by the Sacred Scriptures as the Church 
has made them known to us as one of God’s two ways of revealing Himself to us: Sacred Tradition and Sacred 
Scripture.  After all, the earliest Christian Church was in existence before the New Testament was ever written so 
sacred tradition is very important to salvation. 

Is it possible that there are human beings on earth right this minute who are saved because they are walking 
saints?  NO!!  Even Padre Pio acknowledged that he was a continuous sinner and needed the grace of God each day to 
raise him up from the heap-pile of sin.  Mother Teresa of Calcutta, too.  She would never have agreed to being referred 
to as a saint because she knew she had doubts in her spiritual life.  Yet, through it all, she remained as faithful to God as 
she could, with the help of the Sacraments of Divine Grace.  This Grace was received from daily Holy Communion and 
Confession more often than not. 

Are we saved?  We are in process.  Do we need saving?  Yes.  Each day we need the grace of the Lord to help 
us through the hours we are awake. And when we are asleep, may we rest in the peace of Christ. 

We can never let our spiritual guard down, for Satan prowls like a roaring lion seeking the ruin of souls. 
Bringing them to him rather than letting them go to Christ. So life must be lived today as if the Devil is a terrorist trying 
to remove us from life as we know it on earth.  Satan is the prince of terrorists, so we must arm ourselves with the 
weapon that will destroy sin.
