A Note From Scott

The following is an e-mail from Scott about life in Irag. Thought it would be worth including/reading in the
newsletter. Wally also received a thank you from Scott that he wanted to get in the newsletter.

Mike

Hello everyone,

Today is 25 July 05 and it is about 119 today. Another hot day in paradise. Next month is supposed to be the hottest
month; although, I don't see anything above 120 feeling any hotter. I walk about twenty meters with my flak jacket,
Kevlar, and rifle and I’'m already swimming in a pool of sweat. I guess I have become as acclimatized as I can. The
most irritating thing is the sand. I'm sure I will have brought back enough sand to share with everybody when I
empty my sea bags. After seven months of sleeping, eating and breathing sand it is kind of ironic that I look forward
to a trip to Cancun, Mexico. I think what I’m really looking forward to is beer and bikinis, but the white sand
beaches will be nice too.

I have just less than two months left before I go back to Kuwait for a flight home. Some Marines are headed
home soon. Mostly the ones whose wives had babies while they were deployed and those who's EAS's are up (end of
active service). We are expecting our relief sometime next month, and then the changeover will take about a month.
I'm sure I will stay busy until the day I leave.

I am still on convoys pretty much every other day. It keeps me on my toes and passes the time much faster
than being on base. The activity out in the cities has been fluctuating quite a bit. The attacks have been pretty
sporadic. We have seen new enemy tactics and more complex attacks, so maybe this is why the attacks are not as
frequent. They continue to become smarter and read our tactics and reactions. They are always watching. We pass a
lot of civilian traffic and bystanders who made me wonder how many of them are insurgents that we don't know
about.

That is the thing with this war; we are not fighting a uniformed force. The enemy is the dump truck driver on
the side of the road, the woman standing with her children and unfortunately the young boy herding sheep out in a
field. Anything could spark someone to recruit themselves as insurgents. Especially when there is not a hardened
government to protect them, guide them, and humanely punish them through their struggles. I suppose this is where
we come in; to help them build a better society. If they will accept it. I have seen a larger presence of Iraqi police,
and they are not like the police you would see back home. They ride in armored trucks with 50 cal. machine guns
and rocket launchers. This is probably why the U.S. doesn't allow its citizens to lawfully possess Ak-47 machine
guns to carry to work and the supermarket. For those who complain about gun laws, no offense, but if you want to
play with machine guns; join a real gun club and serve your country.

Well enough blabber for today. I hope this finds everyone doing well, if this is my last letter during this
deployment I will see you in a couple of months.
