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Following Christ from His Passion and Death to Resurrection

and has now graciously allowed us to also use this material. Father Steve last served as the Pastor for three 
churches just outside of Punxsutawney, PA, where the furry rodent predicts the weather the weather each February 
2nd.  Before that he served as an Associate Priest at St William of York in Stafford, VA. Thanks, Father Steve!!)  

 
We will soon be within Holy Week when we spiritually journey with Christ from His entrance into 

Jerusalem at the shouts of  “Hail Redeemer”, to His taking up the Cross of salvation at the shouts of the same people 
yelling: “Crucify Him, crucify Him!”, and finally the speaking loudly of the hearts of the Apostles and disciples as 
they witness the resurrected Lord on Easter Sunday.  Joy has overcome darkness; life has been victorious over death.  
The motif that winds itself throughout Holy Week is the love Christ had for each of us, culminating in the institution 
of the Holy Eucharist and Holy Priesthood on the night before the Lord died. Holy Week outs before us one of many 
truths about ourselves...we can be a fickled lot when it comes to living our faith. 

What important point was the Lord making by becoming man and living among us for 33 years as He went 
about healing and forgiving on the basis of faith in Him?  He was reminding us that because life is such a great gift 
of the Father in Heaven, each person has the awesome responsibility to honor and protect life from the womb to 
natural death.  The Blessed Mother did so, and She stands as a role model for all humanity.  She had a choice in life.  
She could have denied the request of God and gone Her own way, yet She allowed her life to be a reflection of the 
will of God and Her heart to become pierced agony watching the rejection of Her only Son, and the affects of sin 
which He became on the Cross, that sin could be conquered by a simple, but profound act of love...simple, because 
everyone dies, but not everyone loves as they should. So the Lord’s mission was to restore human life to its original 
dignity and to once again open the gates of Heaven to humanity who was shut out after original sin entered human 
inheritance. 

In our journey in faith, we are always challenged to live the life of Christ as best we can under our own 
personal circumstances.  What is more important is understanding that as followers of Jesus, we must take on His 
conscience so that we accept all that He taught and judge events as He judges them.  In this way, we are not heaping 
judgments upon ourselves because we are doing what our Lord did and continues to do.  This is probably our 
greatest sin today in our society...not judging as Christ would judge.  We have placed before us, life or death.  The 
Church shows us how to live.  Sin points the way to death.  While we must always hate the sin and not the sinner, 
our society is bent on hating neither, but accepting all humanity and human acts as inviolable and relative.  When 
this happens, Calvary becomes a misdeed and humanity becomes lost in its own quagmire of despair.  The challenge 
for us who are Catholic Christians is to begin reintroducing our society to the principles of Jesus Christ Who was the 
summary of the Jewish Law and the incarnation of the Christian dispensation: “Go out and teach all nations, 
baptizing them in the name of the Father, and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit”. 

As we enter into the depths of Holy Week this year and raise the palm high to the hailing shouts of joy, let 
us remember that just five days after Palm Sunday, these joyful voices brought about the crucifixion because truth 
and life was not the focus of humanity.  Unless truth and life are centered in Jesus Christ, they are not valid realities.  
Only Christ is truth and only He is the Lord of life. As we continue our journey in faith and come closer to the 
meaning of His Cross and the empty tomb, we will become more enlightened as to truth and the infinite value of 
life.  Resurrexit sicut dixit: He is risen!  Let us rise to greet Him and let His truth become the fertile ground of our 
life as His brothers and sisters who have been called through our baptism to transform the world.   Happy Easter!
