Mike has been a Knight for about 5 years, and has served in the capacity of Council Recorder for 2 years, Pro-Life
Director for 1 year, DGK for one year and is starting his second term as GK for the Council. You will each get to
meet Mike at your installations, and he will be visiting your councils from time to time.

District 28. Part of the challenge presented to me by the State Deputy will be to start a new Council in Siler City.
We will begin these efforts soon after the July Organizational meeting, with a personal goal of having a charter in
place by October 1, 2003. Assistance from our Councils will be needed to help support this effort.

11-13 at the Sheraton Imperial in Durham. District 5 is hosting this event. If you need registration forms, you can
obtain them from the State Web site under forms, or email me and | will send one to you. Rooms are also available
for those who want to stay at the hotel.

You can partake of the hospitality room in safety and comfort without having to worry about driving back home.
Most councils include money in their budgets for these types of expenses, so it will most likely cost you little to
nothing to get a room.

Now, for the big news. The first copy of the District 5 newsletter will be coming to you in July. My District
Warden and | are currently creating the first copy to go out to all Councils for July 1, and will be coordinating the
best way to distribute it to the everyone in the Council. We are looking to provide lots of information from around
the district about what the councils are doing, and spot-light the efforts of all the work you are doing. A format for
submitting your council information will be provided in the newsletter, and where to send it. We want the
newsletter to be more than just the DD talking; we want to promote ALL the good that is happening.

In closing, | wish you all great success for the next year, and | look forward to working with each of you to help you
succeed in meeting your goals.

The Purpose of Religious Teaching

The purpose of religious teaching from our youth into our golden years is to form religious character so that
we might live as God would have us live. Therefore, it can be asserted that religious education is an on-going
process. We can never say that we are at the point of perfect “Christian” character because even this is an on-going
process of learning throughout our life.

A person with Christian character is one who possesses the theological virtues of Faith, Hope and Love. St.
Paul tells us that the greatest of these virtues is Love. We would call a person of such possession a “moral being”
because he or she was following the will of God and living God’s life through human existence. We know from
human experience that attempting to do the will of God in our life can be most complicated at times because doing
the right thing is not always popular or rewarded by the secular world. Yet, while we live in this world at this time
in history, our lives have an end purpose...to be with God forever in His divine dwelling that we call Heaven.

Human life, then, is a struggle to make it to the next phase of existence which is Heaven. The final phase of our
existence comes in the resurrection of our bodies into permanent glory. So, we have much work to do each day as
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we strive to do Christianity as Christ set forth through the Father’s revelation to us in Sacred Scripture and Sacred
Tradition.

One of the challenges today that actually places us face to face with doing the proper thing is a
phenomenon which is not new to human history, yet, it continues to cause us a blurred vision of faith. Within the
past 20 years, we have begun to turn our backs on true charity, or perfect love. We have come to the point in life of
tolerating too many sinful acts of people even in our own families. This tolerance is not charity or love. Itis a fuel
that feeds the frenzy of disobedience to God. And we become part of this disobedience in our support of sin. As a
former pastor, | can point to a disturbing attitude that many Catholics have...It is called “sharing expenses”. In truth,
it is living together outside of marriage, enjoying everything that marriage would bring to the relationship except
responsibility. Our sons, daughters, nephews, nieces, granddaughters, grandsons, and yes, friends, too, have put
themselves into the situation of “sharing expenses”. Within this situation is the sexual marital act that is held by
God as sacrosanct. It is the most sublime act of marriage that brings a man and woman into a closer union with each
other and with God’s plan. When we live together outside of marriage, we cheapen ourselves, the relationship we
think we have with the other person and with God. In essence, we are breaking the commandment against adultery.
Yet, we rationalize it as love and think that God will always reward our ambitions for human love however we
express them outside of marriage. Au contraire, we have sinned against each other and against God.

What is true charity in the case of “sharing the expenses”? True charity is saying to the couple that they are
living in sin and must separate for the sake of their immortal souls. True love is saying to the couples living together
outside marriage that they are a scandal to the Cross of Christ. They are directly opposed to the Lord and the divine
Law.

Our challenge is to save souls...our soul and the souls of others as best we can. To do this, we must be
people of sound moral character and understand the true meaning of Christian charity or perfect love. If we know of
relatives or friends who are in the situation of which I speak, we must reach out in love to these couples and bring
them to the truth of their actions.

Sharing expenses outside of marriage may be the secular thing to do today. However, like the secular world in
which we live, this action mocks God. If one or both of the people living together outside marriage are Catholic,
they should not receive Holy Communion. If they persist in living together, they should be instructed that they can
attend Mass, but not partake in the unity of the Church by receiving our Blessed Lord in the Eucharist. To do so
would be profanation.

To be a person of Christian character is difficult. We tend to make it more so. To be able to do the proper
thing requires that we first go to prayer and ask the Holy Spirit for guidance. We should concomitantly be seeking
advice from the priests of the parish. When we feel ourselves ready for the challenge, we should show true charity
in correcting the sinful faults of others. They have free will which means that they can reject what we say, but with
the force of Sacred Scripture and Sacred Tradition behind us, we can say to the Lord that we did try through human
means to reach a divine end for others. At least we tried to bring the sinners back. A caveat is needed here: make
sure that if we are the ones to shoe perfect charity towards sinners, our lives must be above board and on the right
track The plank must be taken from our eye before we try to take the splinter out of the other person’s eye.
