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Acts That Speak Louder Than Words: The Catechism and Mortal Sin

Its always good to review some religious facts now and again to bring us to the fore in our dealing with our
spiritual life here and now. | would like to delve quickly into mortal sin and what constitutes a mortal act that must
be confessed whenever committed.

What is mortal sin? The Catechism of the Catholic Church states in :1855 that “Mortal sin destroys
charity in the heart of man by a grave violation of God’s law; it turns man away from God, Who is his ultimate
end and his beatitude, by preferring an inferior good to Him”.

What are the conditions for a human act to be considered by the Lord as a “mortal” or “deadly” sin? First,
we must know that the act is grave matter. Secondly, we must have full knowledge. Thirdly, we must be free
to commit the act. A secondary reason for confession being so vital to the spiritual life would be the importance of
bringing the act committed to the confessional to decide with the priest if the action was mortal. Sometimes we
think our actions are grave, but we discover that one of the three criteria was absent, therefore leaving the act as a
venial sin. According to the catechism, hardness of heart and feigned ignorance do not diminish a grave action,
but rather increase the voluntary character of sin.

Every Roman Catholic has had some kind of religious instruction in his or her life. Either attending
religious education classes or Catholic school is the source of our understanding the faith. The homily at Mass does
not always give itself to religious education as it should, but we know the reality of this each weekend. Because of
our instruction, we know from the heart and from natural law that is written in the conscience of everyone, what
actions will be deemed good and evil or grave. It is very difficult to swear off the first criterion of mortal sin by
saying we did not know it was grave matter. The Ten Commandments tell us otherwise. We may not be able to list
the Commandments in order, but we should be able to at least write them down as they come to mind.

The catechism goes on to state in :1860 that “The promptings of feelings and passions can also
diminish the voluntary and free character of the offense, as can external pressures or pathological disorders”.

Sin is a personal act. We have direct responsibility for the sins of others when we cooperate in them:

-by participating directly and voluntarily in them;

-by ordering, praising or approving them;

-by not disclosing or not hindering them when we have an obligation to do so;
-by protecting evil-doers.

A good example of cooperation in mortal sin is when we vote in national, state, and local elections. Let us say, for
example, that a candidate for re-election to the senate is racially biased against Hispanics. The candidate wants all Hispanics to
speak English before they enter the United States. Any Hispanic who comes to the United States and does not grasp the
English language beforehand can not receive any medical services when ill nor get a job.. This belief system is biased and
makes the lives of those not born in America very difficult. Such a burden would be considered grievous. Our voting for the
candidate would mean that we supported his/her stance and would be cooperating in such bias. After all, when we vote for
someone, we know the entire platform of the candidate before we pull the lever on election day. We are an informed electorate,
are we not? Of course, there are more points to this stance than mentioned above, but we can get the gist of it all.

Another example of mortal sin is cooperating in the deaths of the elderly whose illnesses have drained their assets and
have become a government liability to some free-thinking people.

The answer to this problem is euthenasia, or a “happy death” for the elderly and the handicapped.

Our cooperation may come in financial donations to a certain “death with dignity” cause or through pulling the lever for a
candidate who supports such anti-Christian sentiment. There are many Christians who do support such an issue by various
means. Such involvement is cooperating in mortal sin provided the three criteria are met.

The person on the journey to holiness must take into consideration each night before bed what personal acts of grave
matter were committed that day and what were considered venial actions. | recommend that before retiring for the evening that
the Catholic, like the priest, deacon and professed religious, take some time to reflect on the past day. Pray the Act of
Contrition or the Confiteor that is said at Mass to ask the Lord’s forgiveness for such acts committed that day.

Then, get to confession and confess in order to restore oneself
