District Deputy’s Message   -See The DISTRICT 5 Newsletter 
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November - A Trying Time for Souls 
by Father Stephen Collins 

 (Note: Father Steven Collins is a retired priest (he retired in December 2001) who currently lives in Northern Virginia.  He has written monthly articles for 
another Knights Council Newsletter in Virginia for several years now and has now graciously allowed us to also use this material. Father Steve last served as 
the Pastor for three churches just outside of Punxsutawney, PA, where the furry rodent predicts the weather the weather each February 2nd.  Before that he 
served as an Associate Priest at St William of York in Stafford, VA. Thanks, Father Steve!!)  

 
Having been pastorally active for a number of years when the Lord did not have other plans for me, I can offer 

a valid criticism to our approach to All Souls Day which is approaching very soon...November 2nd.  Since the ending of 
the Second Vatican Council which met from 1962-1965,  the implementation of the Sacred Constitution on the Liturgy 
in the United States, brought about some valid confusion among the ordained and the faithful laity.  One good example 
of the confusion is the approach to the funeral rite of the Church.  Before Vatican II, the emphasis was on the reality of 
the situation at hand...that death had occurred for a loved one.  While the family mourned the passing of the loved one, 
the Church took it upon Herself to assist in the reality of the eschatalogical event by asking the ordained ministers to 
wear black vestments at Mass. Eschatology refers to the four last things we will face: death, judgment, 
purgatory/heaven or hell. 

While I have heard understandable criticism of the pre-Vatican II funeral liturgy and how it dwealt on death 
and judgment, I disagree wholeheartedly with the contemporary approach to death, where the deceased is praised into 
Heaven and white vestments are worn as a sign of purity and hope.  I am not against hope because as Christians, we are 
to be hope-filled people.  But the present funeral rite leaves a lot to be desired when it comes to mourning!  Why?   
Primarily because it leads to our forgetting that the doctrine of Purgatory is just that...a doctrine that can not go away 
nor be wished away by any ordained minister or layperson.  When we mourn the passing of a loved one, we must pull 
out all of the stops and plead with the Lord on bended knee that He be merciful to the decedent.  What is the primary 
way we do this as Catholics?  We do it through the funeral Mass and through Masses offered for the soul of the 
departed.  If Uncle Ben or Aunt Sarah is believed to be in Heaven immediately after death, then what purpose does the 
Mass serve?  Masses for the departed are offered because of our ancient doctrine of Purgatory and the Apostolic urging 
that we pray for the dead.  If souls go immediately to Heaven, then prayer for the souls is useless.  If souls go 
immediately to Hell, then prayers are a waste of time because it is too late for the souls.  So the Doctrine of Purgatory 
fits well into our belief system through the way we offer Masses for the departed souls. 

I can argue all day whether the priests should wear white vestments or purple vestments, or even black 
vestments.  However, in my humble opinion, leave white vestments for the priests to wear at beatifications and 
canonizations.  Give our people back the option of black or purple so that we can truly mourn the reality of the situation 
at hand...namely, that a loved one has died, he/she was not a saint but had many faults, and just maybe some of these 
faults were mortal sins or venial sins that were not taken care of in this life through the Sacrament of Penance or the 
other ways we can rid our souls of the lesser transgressions.  Actually, in truth, the priest has always had the option of 
not wearing white vestments at funerals, but....we all know what has occurred since 1970...mass (excuse the pun) 
confusion. 

November is a time for us to reflect on the four last things we will have to face: death judgment, Heaven or 
Hell or theologically put... “eschatological reality” of human existence. It comes when nature itself is changing from 
magnificently colored landscapes to the season of winter when trees are bare and the wind can be sobering and as cold 
as death. When we stand before Jesus as soon as we die, He will ask each of us to give Him an account of our lives on 
earth.  “What did we do with the time we were given to bring about a fuller and richer Kingdom of God on earth?”   
This Kingdom is the Church He founded upon the 12 Apostles.  Without this Kingdom, there can be no salvation 
because the Church is the Body of Christ. 

I would like us to spend November in meditating upon a poem written by John Donne titled:   Death Be Not 
Proud.  The following is a paraphrased version of his poem and it speaks volumes about death and the Christian 
message. 

Death, do not be proud, though some people have called you 
mighty and dreadful, but you are not.  For those whose lives 
you take do not really die, poor death, and you can not kill me! 
...You are a slave to fate, chance, political leaders and desparate 
men, and you dwell with poison, war and sickness.  But poppies  
or charms can make us sleep just as well.  But one short sleep 
past, we awake eternally, and death shall be no more.  Death, 
you shall die!

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COMPLETED, ONGOING, AND UPCOMING ACTIVITIES 
 
Operation LAMB – Richard Phillips, OpLAMB Director 
For those new to the North Carolina Knights of Columbus, Operation LAMB ("Least Among My Brethren") is the major 
state-wide charity fundraiser. The funds collected assist mentally retarded children in our state, with 85% of these monies 
remaining in our area. Thus far, 31/74 slots have been filled; 28/58 Knights responded (took slot, or not), and14 phone 
messages have been left

Our Tootsie roll drive was, In my opinion, a success. I would like to personally thank all who participated in our on-the-
street fund drive. We collected $3260.44 on the street, $380 was donated by Council members (covering the $276 in 
tootsie rolls costs), plus an additional $42 in tootsie roll donations ($7/brick). We exceeded the goal of $3000 and will 
have more than $2900 for our local grants. I think the entire council should be very proud. 
Rob Prewitt has already started contacting local schools to begin the grant process (see: 
http://home.nc.rr.com/richardphillips/kofc/op_lamb_grants.htm for more info). So far we have received 3 grant 
requests, and are expecting to collect more. We will have a review of the grant requests in November, and will present a 
recommendation of grants at our December and/or January business meetings to the council for a final vote. All funds 
are expected to be distributed at a presentation ceremony in February.

Operation LAMB is a year round fund raising effort, and we still have until the end of the year to collect monies. My 
next project is to complete a database of Apex business and send a request for donations mailing. If you personally 
know business owners in the area and can help, please let me know. If you would like to make a personal donation, we 
would love to have that too, please contact me. This is a very good cause, and you can see that 100% of the funds are 
distributed to the charities – we are truly zero overhead.
