Communication “Stuff” 
PHONE TREE 
In an effort to get the word out in the future about short-fuse notifications, I have created a phone tree for our council). 
My intent in this email is to describe how the phone tree will work AND to give you a heads up that we will be 
initiating this within the next couple of days to ensure it works and to work any bugs out/make any corrections. As I 
indicated at our last mtg, should any of you have recommendations OR a better way to accomplish getting the word out 
quickly, by all means I'm open to suggestion. Most of the time we will probably send both an email out AND initiate 
the phone tree should something come up last minute that we need to get disseminated and/or need volunteers for. 
 
DIRECTIONS: (Best understood if you print out the phone tree and follow along)  
The way it works is that the GK will call me, I will call Father AND each of the main contacts (listed at the head of 
each of the five columns in bold). The main contacts in turn, call the first person on the list under their name who then 
calls the second person under their name, etc. The last person in the column, once contacted, MUST call the main 
contact back (again, listed at the head of each column in bold) and that way we know it's been completed and all have 
been contacted or a msg left. The main contact will then call me, and I will call the GK letting him know the tree has 
been completed and all have been contacted. At this time, I will provide him with any information he may have been 
requesting. This process should not take more than 2 days max. 
 
Also, let's say (in the first column) Richard calls Dick and doesn't get him at home, but leaves a msg on his answering 
machine OR with another person in the house OR gets no answer. Richard then must call David. He continues going 
down the list and calling until he actually speaks to the person (Knight) he has called for. He can leave a msg on a 
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machine or with another person, but his responsibility is not up until he has talked to a Knight. If the person has no 
answering machine, the caller must make a note of this and call back until he gets hold of the Knight. In the meantime, 
he calls the next person on the list. Clear as mud?
