Journey to Holiness, Part XI    by Father Stephen Collins    
 (Note: Father Steven Collins is a retired priest (he retired in December 2001) who currently lives in Northern Virginia.  He has written monthly articles for another 
Knights Council Newsletter in Virginia for several years now and has now graciously allowed us to also use this material. Father Steve last served as the Pastor for 
three churches just outside of Punxsutawney, PA, where the furry rodent predicts the weather the weather each February 2nd.  Before that he served as an Associate 
Priest at St William of York in Stafford, VA. Thanks, Father Steve!!)  
 
Can we live a moral life without faith in God?  Can we have faith in God and be immoral? 
“No” to the first question.  “No” to the second one.  Yet, we are all the time sinning against the will of God and going to Church on 
Sundays to receive Christ in Holy Communion without admitting moral failure in confession..  What is wrong with this picture?  It’s 
the picture the world prefers us to view because such a life is a contradiction and leads to faithlessness. 
Last month I wrote about the scandalous life-style of “sharing expenses” before marriage. It is sort of a trial basis for couples to see if 
they can live together before making a marital commitment.  Another action that is scandalous is that of adultery...a man and woman, 
in a married relationship other persons, decide to bring their relationship into focus using sexual promiscuity.  This is done for many 
reasons, and has been going on since the beginning of human existence, yet it remains one of the commandments not heeded by 
Christians. 
In a practical sense, a woman can be thrown out of a loving relationship with her husband for many reasons.  A husband, too.  There 
may never have been any presence of love before marriage.  Or only one party loved and the other took without giving back. It could 
be that one party wanted children and the other did not.  Or one party was more wedded to the job than to the family.  For whatever 
reason, adultery is quite popular these days. 
 When God set forth the commandments and gave them to Israel through Moses, He gave ten moral rules to live by in life.  The first 
three commandments deal with us individually and God. The final seven have to do with interpersonal relationships.  Adultery is an 
interpersonal relationship.  It takes two people to involve themselves in 
 
such a situation.  Adultery can not be one-sided, and is not.   Both parties have made the choice to forego their marriage vows in order 
to live an immoral life.  As human beings, we rationalize that Jesus will understand the reasons for adultery.  Again, it may be that 
there was no love shared in a marriage.  So, both parties went off to find  
 
that “love” through delving into a genital sexual experience with others.  Oh, God understands this, but His justice tells us that such 
human choices are wrong and against His will. 
Seeking the road to holiness sometimes involves wrong decisions on our part.  Even priests can make such wrong decisions or unwise 
choices.  We all do.  Believe me, the road to holiness is filled with all sorts of obstacles to tempt us.  Sex is the easiest obstacle for the 
devil to lay before us because we are sexually weak beings.  The ancient Greek philosopher, Plato, believed that the appetite for sex 
and for other desires had to be controlled in order for life to be balanced.  While he would be a little more liberal with genital 
sexuality, he would come close to the understanding of the commandment of faithfulness between married people.  Whether they 
loved each other or not, they made vows and commitments to each other and to society. 
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I would urge anyone in a relationship of adultery to talk with a spiritual guide in the parish who could help him or her to sort things 
out for the sake of the soul and salvation.  While there may be a beautiful relationship forming through adultery, the Lord looks to the 
marriage that has already existed and supports that as the proper relationship until His Church grants an annulment that states that the 
marriage was never a sacramental union. The couple might then be free to join in a valid marriage and enjoy all that comes with the 
marital state. 
Too often we confuse fornication and adultery.  Fornication involves unmarried people.  It is just as morally destructive as adultery, 
yet may affect fewer people.  I will go into this more in the October issue, as our teens and young adults need to know the boundaries 
of relationships that are permitted by the Lord.
