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There will be a 4th Degree Exemplification on Saturday October 26th, 2002 at the Embassy Suites in Cary.  Individuals 
who are current 3rd Degree Knights in good standing with the Council and have been a Knight of Columbus for at least 
one year from the Exemplification date are eligible to become 4th Degree Knights. 
 
REGISTRATION: 
All registration is done through the local Assembly, #2446 here in Apex.  You must fill out a Form 400 and have it 
read and voted on at the next Assembly meeting on September 17, 2002.  Forms can be obtained by calling Rick Lewis 
Jr., who is a member of the Assembly, at 363-2656, or by E-mailing your interest to him at rlewis17@nc.rr.com at any 
time. 
 
FEES:

DRESS CODE: 
For candidates and existing 4th Degree Knights, the dress code is black tuxedo, black cummerbund, black bow tie, 
black socks and shoes, and white pleated shirt without ruffles.  Regular collar is also required – no wing tips.  
Members of the armed forces may wear their full dress uniforms.
